Annually the department updates administrative code language to correctinconsistencies and outdated
language and provide clarification where appropriate. This year, the department is proposing the following
changes relating to hunting and trapping:

1. Correctsan inaccurate statutory cross-referenceinch. NR 10

2. Clarifiesthat site exposed bait and scent restrictionsin place for trapping only apply to all traps,
including snares and cable restraints

3. Clarifiesthat the trapper who catches or kills a bobcat, fisher or otter must use their own carcass
tag on the animal

4. Corrects and clarifies the boundaries between wild turkey hunting zones and bear hunting zones
in Lincoln County, and provides consistency between deer, turkey and bear hunting zone boundaries

5. Corrects and clarifies boundaries in Deer Management Units 41, 50, 51A, 67A and 67B

6. Updates regulations regarding the identification of tree stands on state-owned lands
