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Assumptions Used in Arriving at Fiscal Estimate

The above appropriation, as created by 2005 Wisconsin Act 25, will result in a temporary shortfall to the
Department, which likely will be absorbed within the agency’s budget.

The proposed rules are not expected to impose any significant costs on the private sector, because the rules only
address how the Department will award grant funds for diesel truck idling reduction equipment.
