local government for a natural disaster or catastrophic event as specified under subch. VI shall be 

$500,000 per based on the scope of the event and funds available. 

 

 

SECTION 3. Comm 108.22 (1) is amended to read: 

 

 Comm 108.22 (1)  The maximum amount of CDBG funds that may be awarded to any 

local government under this subchapter shall be $500,000 for each based on the scope of the 

natural disaster or catastrophic event and funds available. 

 

 

SECTION 4. Comm 154.06 (intro.) is amended to read: 

 

 Comm 154.06  Emergency grants.  The department may use up to $2,000,000 annually 

from the program funds for emergency housing needs arising from a natural disaster or 

catastrophic event. A local government interested in applying for an emergency grant under this 

section shall provide the department with written notice of intent to apply within 90 days after the 

natural disaster or catastrophic event. The department shall develop emergency fund application 

requirements as necessary. Applications will be evaluated based on:
