Federal law requires a background check as a condition of federal funding for child welfare programs. Federal law
requiring a background check for child care programs will be effective in the near future.

All states currently have background check requirements. No meaningful comparision to rules in adjacent states is
possible because the proposed rules focus on procedural issures that are specific to s. 48.685, Stats.
