The purpose of ss. NR 544.20 through 544.27, Wis. Adm. Code, was to establish the criteria for a 

pilot program under s. 287.11 (4), Stats., for an alternative method of complying with s. 287.11 

(2) (b), Stats., which requires separation of specified recyclable materials from post-consumer 

waste.  

 

The pilot program ended on December 31, 2005, and statutory authority for ss. NR 544.20 to 

544.27 was repealed by 2011 Wis. Act 32.
