RELEVANT STATUTORY GOALS OR PURPOSES:

The Pharmacy Examining Board identified the following rules in its 2019 report filed
with the Joint Committee for Review of Administrative Rules pursuant to s. 227.29,
Stats.

o Phar 5.02 is revised to delete obsolete or unnecessary provisions to require the
notification to the Board regarding name or address change to be submitted in
writing.

o Phar 6.04 is revised to delete economically burdensome requirements and
requirements which do not correspond with the evolving types of pharmacies.

o Phar 7.04 (3) is revised to correct a typographical error occurring in CR 19-145
related to which should refer to Schedule 111 — V drugs instead of Schedule 111 —
IV drugs. The omission of Schedule V creates inconsistency with the federal law
and confusion for pharmacists.

o Ch. Phar 11 is repealed as it is duplicative and unnecessary.

o Phar 12.04 is revised as the federal standards referenced have been superseded.
