The benefit of implementing the rule is increased accuracy and reporting on the prescribing of Gabapentin and any other
monitored drug reported to the PDMP which does not require a DEA number to be prescribed and dispensed. All
individual HIPAA-covered healthcare providers are required to have an individual NP1 nhumber and therefore NPI
numbers can be reported by providers to the PDMP for monitored drugs in lieu of a DEA number. The alternative to
implementing this rule is that Gabapentin, and any other future monitored drug that is not a controlled substance, will
continue to be inconsistently reported in the PDMP system.

The long range implications of implementing the rule are accruate reporting and tracking of Gabapentin and any other future
monitored drug that is not a controlled substance in the PDMP..
