Adopbing Rules

Pursuent to asuthority vested in the Commissioner of Insurance by
gection 200.03 (2), Wis. Stats., the Commissloner of Insurance hereby
adopts & rule as follows:

Section Ins 3.22 of the Wisconsin Administrative Code is sdopted
to resd:

Ins 3.22 Beil bond insurence. (1) PURPOSE. This rule is intended
to implement end interpret applicable statutes including but not limited

1
to sections 201.04 (7), 204.01 to 20k.1h inclusive, and 209.0h for the
purpose of esteblishivg minimum reguirements for the transsction of

bail bond lasurance,

(2) DEFINITIONS. (e) Commissloner mesns the commissioner of

insureance.

(b) Insurer means any domestic, foreign, or alien imsursnce compsny
which hes gquelified to transact fidelity business under section 201.04 (7),
Wis. Stats.

(e¢) Beil bondsmen mesns en lndividuel who shell be eppointed by an

insurer by power of attorney as its licensed agent under section 209.0h,
Wis. Stats., to execute or countersign belil bonds in connection with
Jjudiciel proceedings and who recelves or ls promiged mﬁn&y or obther things
of value therefor.

(3) XIiuDs OF LICENSES. In eccordance with sectiom 209.04 (3) (4),
Wis. Stets., the kinds of agents' licenses to be issued shall be:

(&) A1l Casualty Lines (imcludes paragraphs (d), (e), (£), (&), (h)

end (1) and excludes peregrerh (k) of this subsection)



(b) Fire and Allied Lines Insurance (incluﬂes parsgraph (j) of
this subsection)

(¢) Life Insurance and Annuities

(d) Disebility (Accident and Health) Insurance Only

(e) Automobile Insursnce Only

(f) Title Insurence Only

(g) Steam Boiler Insursnce Only

(h) Fidelity Insurence Only (excludes peragraph (k) of this
subsection)

(i) Mortgege Gueranty Insurance Only

(j) Heil Insurance Only

(k) Bail Bond Insurance Only

(4) POWER OF ATTORNEY. Every inmsurer engsged in the writing of
bail bonds shall submit to end have approved by the commissioner & sample
power of atiorney whieh shall be the only form of power of ettorney the
insurer shall issue in this staie.

(5) BAIL BOND RATES. (e) Beil bond rates end premiums are subject
to the provisions of sections 204.37 to 20&.5&, Wis. Stets. It is unlewlul
for any beil bondsman to execube & bail bond without chargling the filed
rate and premium therefor. No ball bondsman shell make any charge or collect
or recelve any fee, service fee, or comsiderstion other than the premium based on
rates and premiums ss approved By the commissioner. Nothing iu this rule
shall prohibit collateral security or colndemnity agreements.

(b) The premium shall be & term charge for the term of the bond. No
additional premium ghall be charged in the event of a bind over except

thet if the smount of the bond has been increased a premium besed on the



gpprovedArate for the amount of the incresse mey be charged.

(¢) 1If the pensl sum of the bond is reduced within T deys efter
time of comulttment by the originel committing Jurisdiction, the
defendant shall be entitled to0 & refund of the premium in proportlon
%0 the amount of the reduction except thet the minimum premium shell
not be affected.

(d) The original premium cherged and eny additional or return
prewiuvm required hersunder shall be shown or endorsed on the bond.

(6)‘ ISSUANCE OF BAIL BONDS. No person shall execute or countersign
beil bonds for s fee, or act 1ln the ceapscity of a ball bondsman, or perform
eny of the functions, dutles or powers prescribed for bell bondsmen, or
collect sny premium or fee under the provisions of this rule unless he

1s licensed as & bell bondswen under section 209.04, Wis. Stats.

The rule conteined herein shall teke effect on June 1, 196L, as
provided in section 227.026 (1) (b), Wisconsin Statutes.
