176.05 (1a) No manufacturer, wholesaler or rectifier shall
sell, manufacture or vectify any intoxieating liquor within the
stats without first obtaining a permit from the state treasurer,
The application for such permit and the permit shall be in such
form as the state treasurer shall prescribe. Each permit shall -
expire on July 1 of each year. The annual fee for such permits
shall be as follows: A manufacturer’s permit, the sum of $750;
a rectifier’s permit, the sum of $750; and a wholesaler’s permit,
