of Corrections and introduced by the Law Revision Commit-
tee under s. 13.83 (1) (c) 4. and 5., stats. After careful consid-
eration of the various provisions of the bill, the Law Revision
Committee has determined that this bill makes minor substan-
tive changes in the statutes, and that these changes are desir-
able as a matter of public policy.

NortE: This SECTION expands the oath of office require-
ment so that a warden or superintendent of a DOC juvenile
correctional facility must also complete an oath, in addition to
wardens and superintendents of adult correctional institu-
tions.

SECTION 2. 302.03 (2) of the statutes is repealed.

NorteE: This SECTION eliminates the requirement for war-
dens and superintendents to execute a bond. A bond is a prom-
ise to repay any financial damages arising from an official’s
failure to faithfully discharge his or her duties of office.
