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Good morning, Chairman Wanggaard and members and thank you for holding a hearing today
on SB 452, the locker room bill.

This bill was prompted by an event that happened at the RecPlex in my district. The RecPlex is
a fantastic facility in Pleasant Prairie — the largest municipal recreation facility in America. It
offers programs in many sports — swimming, hockey, figure skating, basketball, football,
baseball, lacrosse, triathlon training, and racquet sports — just to name a few. But it also has
camps, childcare, and education, including a special needs care program for youth and adults
with disabilities. The RecPlex serves hundreds of people daily and promotes a community of
wellness. Residents and community members are proud of this resource. You can only imagine
the horror that rippled through the community when we found out that someone had been
hiding small cameras in a locker room and had been recording videos of women and children in
the locker room. When you change clothes, or shower, or dry off from a shower in a locker
room, you expect that those activities are private to that locker room. You would be outraged if
you found out that someone had taped what you did in that locker room, was watching that
recording, and was sharing that recording with others for their sexual gratification.

The individual who placed multiple cameras in the locker room did it at the request of a co-
worker and supervisor she had become involved with. She turned the locker room footage over
to him. They kept this up for years. There were countless women and children victims on those
tapes. Prosecutors were able to identify 47 of them.

The extent of harm this incident has caused clearly highlights the need to increase penalties for
this type of behavior. SB 452 increases the penalty for all invasion of privacy offenses and
capturing nudity offenses when the victim is under 18 years old. For locker room-specific
offenses, it increases the penalty for all victims, and bumps it up by one level of severity when
victims are under 18 years old.

Testifying with me today are Christina Walker, who is the mother of one of the children who
was recorded, and Pleasant Prairie Police Chief David Smetana. I'm going to let them tell the
story from their perspective.
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
