The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do enact as
follows:

The draft directs the board of regents of the University of Wisconsin

System to establish policies for admission of students that are designed
to achieve a diverse student body to the full extent permissible under
law. The draft specifies that the policies must be designed to enhance
access for economically disadvantaged students, students from
economically disadvantaged urban and rural areas of the state, and
students from high schools within the state that have traditionally had

fewer graduates than average admitted to a university within the system.

4 36.11(3) (am) The policies for admission of students within the system shall be

5 designed t@chieve a diverse student body to the full extent permissible under law. In addition

6 to other factors utilized by the board to achieve student body diversity, the policies shall be

8 economicallydisadvantaged urban and rural areas of the state, and students from high schools

9 within the state that have traditionally had fewer graduates than average admitted to a
10 university within the system.
